Introduction

· Dreams Soccer Academy (DSA) is a Non-Governmental Organization    based in Mamfe, South West Region, and Cameroon. 
DSA is a non-profit, philanthropic, and non-political organization and it commits itself to the development of a caring society for children from 9  to 23 years of age especially the underprivileged. 
The academy is newly created in response to concerns about children’s soccer dreams, waist of talents, inadequate training facilities in Manyu and development of soccer in Manyu Division, the South West Region and Cameroon as a whole.

· We have seen natural great talents, washing away, young stars that can make not only, manyu division, proud, but Cameroon and Africa as a whole, being involved in crimes and drugs, hence we decided to  use this initiative to prevent their destiny from perishing.

· Football is a game of opportunity and exposure; we have seen these young stars perishing without exposure. That is why we created DSA   to help remedy this situation.

Young people aged 09-23 with low income backgrounds, minorities.

· More   so, The goal of the project is to offer an opportunity for maximal development of talent in youth through training and nurturing of their talents in football, in the junior, cadet and senior categories.  Most of the players are usually identified through township competitions and street kid playing arenas.  Moreover, the object seeks to establish an exchange visit program between the DSA and Sport Institution and training centres for coaches and players the world over.

· The talents in soccer in DSA abound. This project proposal also seeks to build youth capacity in these domain through partnership with training institutions and centres. We therefore believe that it is an urgent need to build an academy that shall provide the training ground for young sport men and women that shall also serve as a nursery for our national teams as there are just few in Cameroon.

OVERALL OBJECTIVES

In a region that does not count any industries and minerals resources that constitute a source of empowerment through gainful employment, the overall objectives of this proposal resonate with DSA and include:

5) Building friendship ties with stakeholders as well as other sports oriented entities the world over and participating in activities that promote friendship, tolerance and fight against racism and all forms of discrimination.

The Academy

 The Academy will succeed in giving a chance of self-esteem and discovery to young people, which is a resume of our objectives.  The Academy expects to cause young people especially the underprivileged to realize that sports can give them a future and above all that sports keep them out of various mal practices.

Taking into consideration the poverty level in the townships and country, training activities offered by the academy shall give a cross section of young people a chance of playing and wining. The Academy expects to build lasting ties with various stake holders with whom the future of young people may be made brighter.

The Academy expects to instil a sense of responsibility and partnership in the participants, which shall then have an overall effect on their day to day activities. By the end of training activities, the participants would emerge as people who respect the notion of “Common Good” which is a prerequisite for future nation builders.

The Academy by the training of young people will exhibit the principles of self-reliant development and contributed its own quota to national development.

The Academy program is geared toward physical, moral, linguistic and professional development of the youth in local, national and international football.
