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Background
DAOS Children Centre was founded in 2008 by Jonathan Munyany. He taught as a primary school teacher at the Canaan School in Mombasa, and during his years at Canaan, Jonathan witnessed extreme poverty on the streets of Mombasa and the effect it had on the children, including malnutrition, poor housing conditions and poor medical services, with very little opportunity for an education. 
Jonathan felt a calling to establish a place where he could address the challenges facing these children, and founded DAOS which stands for Displaced (or Disadvantaged), Abandoned, Orphaned and Social. Today, Jonathan and his volunteer staff assist boys and girls, aged 2-12, who live in a variety of family situations in the Likoni area of Mombasa, Kenya. These children are orphans or otherwise disadvantaged due to HIV/AIDS, extreme poverty, the prolonged internal war in Somalia and post-election violence in Kenya.
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Jonathan Munyany realized there was the need to provide quality education to underprivileged children. The Centre began with just one child, an orphan from the local area who was taken into the care of the school and began their education in a safe and enjoyable environment. 
Soon after, more and more children began to join, and as of today education is provided for over 280 children. Of these 280, 20 are fully assisted by the DAOS Children Centre and get free education at the Joyland Prime Academy, the primary school founded by Jonathan for DAOS, which is run by the Centre, whilst the remaining 260 children pay some fees towards their education (although some fail to pay any fees). The plan is to increase the number of assisted children to 150 as more support is received from external sources.
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Mission Statement
The mission of the DAOS Children Centre is to provide for the immediate and long term care of Kenya’s abandoned orphans in the Mombasa region by providing a safe and loving home environment in which children may grow and prosper. When possible, we seek to reunify children with family members and provide these families with transitional support services.

The children learn English grammar and composition, maths, science, social studies, religious studies and Kiswahili lugha and insha, as well as physical education. In addition to school work, the teachers and staff also provide much needed emotional and spiritual counselling, working with the children individually, in groups, or leading peer group sessions.
